Dear students,

Congratulations on your admission to the German Jordanian University, wishing
you success and good luck. We would like to inform you that the School of Basic
Sciences and Humanities will hold the three level exams (Arabic Language,
Mathematics, and English Language) according to the times listed, noting that
taking the exam is compulsory. Because the student will not be able to register
for the first semester unless he/she has taken the exams, especially since passing
the exam will exempt the student from pre-courses with zero credit hours as well
as it will open the way for choosing more subjects upon registration, requesting
you to take the matter seriously.

Required documents and tools.
e Your official registration paper which contains your email and password.
e Your national ID card or passport.
e Bring your Pen.

Details for each placement test are as follows

e Arabic Placement Test: Mandatory for all students

v You will have 50 minutes to answer 50 questions. The Arabic placement
test is a pass/fail exam. The passing grade is a 50.

v The exam covers the basic skills of the Arabic language with regards to
spelling, grammar, and punctuation marks. The exam will cover basic
standard Arabic which the student should be familiar with previously in
order to be able to write and speak in proper Arabic.
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e English Placement Test: Mandatory for all students

v You will have 50 minutes to answer 60 questions. Kindly note that

v

English Placement Test is not a pass or fail exam. It is tailored to place
each student in one of the following levels according to his/ her score as
shown in the table below:

Course Code Score range Level
Engl099 1-40 2
Engl101 41 - 60 3
Engl102 61 - 80 4
Engl201 81 and up 5

Once the level of the student is assigned, the student will have to
register in it. A student can skip one, two, or three levels according to his
language proficiency. Engl 201 and Engl 202 are mandatory.

The English placement test covers basic skills in English grammar,
vocabulary, word usage and writing skills. Please note that students will
not be required to write a passage.

e Math Placement Test: Mandatory only for engineering or computer
science majors

You will have 40 minutes to answer 15 questions. The exam is pass/fail;
passing grade is 50.

The math test covers Basic Math Skills, Algebra, and Trigonometry.
Integration and differentiation will not be included on the exam.

You will have a choice to take the exam in Arabic or English. Choose only
one. You cannot change after you have started.

Calculators are not allowed. However, scratch paper will be provided,
make sure to bring your pen.

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Use the login information that was provided to you when you registered at
the university, (Your official registration paper which contains your email
and password).

Log-in to the system at least 24 hours before the exam to ensure that the
account is activated and check to find the link called: Placement Test
2022/2023.

Note: You may not see it the first time you log in. In this case, sign out,
close browser and trying signing back in again. If you still can’t see the link,
please send an email to dina.hindi@gju.edu.jo.

Go to the lab which you have been assigned. (Attached link)

Be sure to be in your exam room 10 minutes before the start of the exam.
You are only permitted to attend the session which you have been
assigned.

All required exams must be taken on the assigned time.

As you enter show your national ID card or passport and place it on your
desk.

Make sure your mobile phone and any other electronic devices are
switched off and place it at the front together with any bags, Earbuds, and
smart watches, if present, will be collected at the start of the exam.
Students are required to comply with the instructions of proctors at all
times.

You are not permitted to share textbooks, handouts or any other materials
during the examination.

Leave the exam hall quietly. Remember to take all your belongings with
you.

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e Please use the login information that was provided to you when you
registered at the university, (Your official registration paper which contains
your email and password).

Username: this is the same as your MyGJU username which is the first part of
your GJU email. e.g. if your email is abc.defg@gju.edu.jo then your user name
would be abc.defg

Password: this is the same password as your MyGJU password that you obtained
from the registrar office at the time of being accepted at GJU.

e Once you log into the system you can start with any exam (Arabic, English
or Math).
