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GJU Organizes a Symposium on Traf-
fic Accidents through Youth Vision

The Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Lo-
cal Administration Tawfiq Krishan, patronized
the symposium on Traffic Accidents through
Youth Vision, organized by the Road Safety
Center for Excellence (RSCE) at the German
Jordanian University in the presence of GJU
president, Prof. Ala’aldeen Al-Halhouli.

During the symposium, Krishan stressed the
importance of the role of the youth in educat-
ing local communities about the danger of
traffic accidents, launching youth initiatives
through universities on traffic safety, and ad-
dressing the risks of accidents since traffic
accidents cause many deaths among young
people.

For his part, Al-Halhouli said that the sympo-
sium comes within the university’s plan to ed-
ucate the students on traffic safety, strengthen
the concepts of traffic safety and enhance their
role in reducing road accidents as they have
the power of raising awareness and educating
the community with their effective methods,
appreciating the Traffic Department efforts in
spreading traffic awareness.

Dr. Hamed, director of the RSCE shared facts
and statistics on the subject, stating that stud-
ies showed that the number of deaths for the
age group 18 - 35 years reached about 205
deaths last year, and 285 young people were
seriously injured, mentioning that the Security
Directorate showed that the cost of accidents
and their consequences during the past year
reached about “320 Million Jordanian Dinars”.
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VRC Organizes a Symposium on
Overcoming Challenges for people
with visual Disabilities

The Vision Rehabilitation Center (VRC) held an
awareness symposium on overcoming challenges
to reach an inclusive society for people with visual
disabilities in the presence of the Honorary Presi-
dent of the VRC Council, His Excellency Dr. Bassam
Al-Talhouni, the Vice President of GJU, Prof. Malik
Al-Sharairi, and the Director of the Center, Prof. Mu-
hammad Hamed.

The symposium aimed to raise awareness about the
issue of visual impairment and the importance of
cooperation and coordination between experts and
specialists to exchange experiences and viewpoints.
The symposium topics and discussions were mod-
erated by G)U physician Dr. Hatif Waar and the visual
rehabilitation specialist at VRC, Maysa Massoud. It
highlighted the importance of cooperation between
the various institutions to reach an inclusive and
productive society, the challenges and difficulties
faced by people with disabilities, the importance of
inclusive education in schools and its methods, the
challenges related to orientation and mobility, and
the importance of environmental modifications in
facilitating movement.

Fruitful discussions were made by participants with
visual disabilities, their families, caregivers, and
specialists from the Ministry of Health, the Ministry
of Education, the Royal Academy for the Blind, the
University of Jordan, the Hashemite University, the
Friendship Association for the Blind, Al-Diyaa Char-
itable Association, the Vocational Training Corpora-
tion, and the Traffic Institute.
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GJU, in cooperation with the Jordanian Atomic Ener-

gy Commission (JAEC), organized a Scientific Aware-
ness Day of the Jordanian Nuclear Program, which
aimed to introduce GJU students to their programs,
the work of the Atomic Energy Commission, and its
various facilities and projects.

It is noteworthy that the scientific day included an
open exhibition of the Commission’s facilities, where
the attendees were able to interact with the Commis-
sion’s staff from the Jordanian nuclear reactor for re-
search and training, the Commission’s laboratories,
the gamma radioactive site, the central warehouse
for storing radioactive waste and other projects and

services.
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GJU and lIsrar Engineering signed an agreement to
support an innovative project entitled Sustainable loT
Signage for faculty members at the School of Electri-
cal Engineering and Information Technology (SEEIT),
Dr. Omar Al-Hiyari.

The agreement was signed on behalf of GJU by its
President, Prof Ala’aldeen Al-Halhouli and on behalf
of the company, the general manager Dr. Muhammad
Lahlouh, and the Project Coordinator, Dr. Al-Hiyari.
The agreement stated covering the costs of the en-
gineering services to develop prototypes, software,
electronic equipment, and the mechanical framework
of the project.
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GJU and Al Qasimia University in the United Arab
Emirates signed a Memorandum of Understanding
remotely to enhance cooperation between the two par-
ties in scientific research, teaching Arabic to non-na-
tive speakers, and quality assurance.

The memorandum, signed by GJU President, Prof
Ala’aldeen Al-Halhouli, and on behalf of Al-Qasimia
University, Prof. Awad Al-Khalaf, stipulates that the two
parties exchange supervision and discussion of theses,
references, periodicals, and scientific research.

Prof. Al-Halhouli praised the pioneering steps taken by
Al-Qasimia University in teaching Arabic to non-native
speakers, and the importance of cooperation between
the two leading institutions in this regard, especially
as GJU seeks to establish an Arabic Language Center
for non-native speakers to serve Arabic language and
those willing to learn it, expressing his gratitude to Al
Qasimia University for the warm reception he received
during his recent visit to the university.

For his part, Prof. Al-Khalaf stressed the role of the MoU
in exchanging experiences between the two parties in lo-
cal and international credits, teaching languages, and the
need to implement and expand its provisions through the
formation of a follow-up committee for this purpose.
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GJU launched the GJU Innovates program, which
aims to build capabilities and manage innovation at
the university by training administrative and academ-
ic staff members as internal innovation ambassadors
and spreading the culture of leadership and innova-
tion in society.

During the ceremony, the President Prof. Al-Halhouli,
stated that the program seeks to prepare the universi-
ty employees to contribute to an effective transforma-
tion towards excellence and uniqueness and to sup-
port the strategic pillars of the university represented
in instilling a culture of research, innovation, and en-
trepreneurship, producing high-quality research out-
puts, and achieving excellence in long-term adminis-
trative performance on the long term.

For his part, Dr. Abdul Rahman Zureik, Advisor to the
President for Innovation, Technology Transfer, and
Entrepreneurship stated that the program included
several axes. The most important of which is clarify-
ing the concept of institutional innovation and how
to build institutional innovation systems according to
the preference of international best practice referenc-
es, indicating that more than 20 % of the university’s
employees received intensive training during the past
five months on how to build a culture of institutional
innovation.

In addition, the Dean of Innovation, Technology
Transfer, and Entrepreneurship, Dr. Nidal Al-Shawaw-
ra, pointed out the opportunities for the university
to be the first in the region to adopt innovation as a
means for university growth in Jordan and the Middle
East, stressing the importance of the collective effort
to achieve the envisioned goals through innovation.

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GLC’s “Uni Kino” at Jabal Amman
Campus

The German Language Center opened its first “un-
iKino” series at the German Lounge /Jabal Amman
Campus with the comedy “Almanya-Willkommen in
Deutschland”.

The goal of the event series is to provide students
with deeper insights into German everyday topics,
culture and history through the medium of film than
is possible in the classroom.

Students of all language levels can benefit from this ex-
tra-curricular offer at G)U campus since it is presented
in German with English subtitles. The first trio of films
deals with immigration, identities in the metropolis of
Berlin and the Stasi past in the former GDR.
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Nearly 200 students attended a presentation and
Q&A session with “Vodafone Deutschland”, organ-
ized by the coordinators for “Job Application Training”
and “SOI” at the German Language Center in coop-
eration with GJU’s Project Office.

“Service Office for Internship Applications” (SOI) to
help prospective German Year students perfect their
application materials for their mandatory internship in
Germany.

The application process is challenging and requires ex-
tensive preparation. In addition to application training
on how to prepare written application documents and
how to conduct an interview in “German VI”, the ser-
vice forms a further measure to increase the chances
of a successful application for the compulsory intern-
ship.

An expert team of native-speaking GLC employees
provides each student who takes advantage of the ser-
vice with a personal advisor who helps optimize and
personalize the submitted application documents and
gives individual tips for the further application process
in counseling sessions.

The service is covered by the German Year fees and can
be used by all GJU students for up to 5 timed hours.
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
