4. Cost Effectiveness:
o The business model should demonstrate efficient use of resources, prioritizing
locally sourced materials and minimizing reliance on imports.
5. Use of Surplus:
o The entity must reinvest a significant percentage of its profits toward
achieving its mission.
6. Impact Measurement & Tracking:
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o The entity should have a clear
mechanism for measuring both short-term and long-term impact.

7. Management Team & Leadership:
o The entity must be led by a committed and capable team with a strong track
record in impact-driven work.
8. Market Demand & Product Fit:
o The entity must demonstrate a clear demand for its products or services and a
method for assessing market needs.
9. Scaling-Up Strategy (Optional but Advantageous):
o The entity should outline its strategy for scaling impact, whether through
partnerships, dissemination of knowledge, or geographic expansion.
