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The Greater Amman Municipality and the Ger-
man Jordanian University signed a supplemental
Agreement to the cooperation agreement between
the two parties to restore and rehabilitate the res-
idence of former Prime Minister Ibrahim Hashem
in Jabal Amman.

The workshop was comprehensive and full of inter-
active hands-on activities, the participants conducted
several activities under simulation glasses to better
understand the challenges persons with low vision
are facing in their daily living activities, and the effect
of different diseases on functioning such as near ac-
tivities, orientation and mobility.
