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A dialog session on the “political modernization
system” was held with GJU students as part of the
activities of the national campaign to enhance polit-
ical participation. The Minister of Political and Par-
liamentary Affairs, Eng. Wajih Azaizeh addressed the
student saying that the system of organizing partisan
activities in universities is a message of reassurance
to young people inside universities, pointing out
that teamwork and finding common convictions are
among the most important pillars of political and
partisan action.

Prof. Al-Halhouli indicated that GJU is in the process
of conducting comprehensive reviews of the instruc-
tions prepared by the Deanship of Student Affairs
(DSA) to establish a student parliament within the
university to enable the elected students to attend
meetings and develop the necessary ideas and plans.
In addition, establishing advisory councils of stu-
dents at the Schools to develop strategic plans and
processes for each school. GJU plans on institution-
alizing these councils in a manner that the student
practices and experiences parliamentary life within
the university.
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A Symposium on Political

Participation

The student’s Dialogue and Politics Club at the
Deanship of Student Affairs (DSA) organized a
symposium on political participation conducted
by the former Minister of Culture and Minister of
Youth Dr. Mohammad Abu Rumman in the pres-
ence of the President, Prof. Ala’aldeen Al-Halhouli.

During the symposium, Pof. Al-Halhouli praised
the students’ efforts to learn about the political
participation concept, stressing that they have an
active role in the decision-making process due to
issues that concern the youth and their country in
all fields, inside or outside the university.

For his part, Dr. Abu Rumman encouraged the stu-
dents to actively participate in the national move-
ment that aims at political and economic empower-
ment, especially for the youth, to take the initiative
and provide solutions in building the country since
the decision of political and economic moderniza-
tion is a national sovereign decision at the highest
levels.
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GJU and Amman Stock Exchange (ASE) signed a Mem-
orandum of Understanding to enhance cooperation in
the academic, scientific research, and training fields.

The MoU was signed by the President of GJU, Prof.
Al-Halhouli, and the CEO of ASE Mr. Mazen Wathaifi. It
aims to exchange experiences between the faculty mem-
bers of the university and the staff of the cooperation,
spreading awareness and the culture of investment in
securities in the local community, and working on pre-
senting joint projects that serve both parties and society.

It also included the exchange of field visits, laboratory,
technical and logistical services, cooperation with the
Deanship of Innovation, Technology Transfer and Entre-
preneurship at the university to strengthen the culture
of innovation and startups, develop technology transfer
and entrepreneurial ideas, and activate a trading simu-
lation room in one of the university laboratories to im-
prove career opportunities for the students. In addition,
it was agreed to train GJU students at Amman Stock Ex-
change within the Dual Studies Program.
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GJU Signs a MOU with the
National Library Department

GJU and the National Library Department signed
a Memorandum of Understanding aiming to en-
hance cooperation between the two sides in areas
of common interest.

The MoU was signed by GJU President, Prof. Al-Hal-
houli, and the Director of the National, Dr. Nidal
Al-Ayasra. The MoU specified enhancing existing
cooperation between the two teams, exchanging
information and experiences in documentation and
training, exchanging publications, books, docu-
ments, and photos to develop documentary knowl-
edge, and preparing various cultural activities.

It also included holding seminars, workshops, and
conferences and providing the National Library with
the university’s archives of documents and photos
to archive them in the library.
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The President of GJU, Prof. Al-Halhouli, welcomed the
President of Carthage University in Tunisia, Prof. Nadia
Al- Mazougi, and Prof. Roman Obermaisser from the
German University of Siegen, and discussed ways of
cooperation through the academic staff and different
research fields, as well as the exchange of students and
faculty members.

During the meeting, Prof. Al-Halhouli presented GJU'’s
establishment, academic programs, achievements,
and mission to be a leading applied international uni-
versity in the field of scientific research, leadership,
and community service, indicating GJU’s aspiration to
build strategic partnerships with industrial and educa-
tional institutions in Germany and the Arab world.

In addition, several issues of common interest were
discussed, especially cooperation in scientific research
and strengthening partnerships in attracting external
funding for scientific research projects, in the presence
of the Director of the Syrian-Jordanian Education Pro-
ject, Dr. Dhiah Abou-Tair, and the Director of the Inter-
national Project Office, Eng. Rasha Al-Hmoud.
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GJU and Al Balqa Applied University signed a Memo-
randum of Understanding to enhance cooperation be-
tween the two sides in academic and research fields of
common interest.

The MoU, which was signed on behalf of GJU by its
President, Prof. Al-Halhouli, and on behalf of Al-Balga
University, its President, Prof. Al-Ajlouni, specifies the
implementation of joint activities such as preparing
studies and research, holding seminars, scientific meet-
ings and training courses in coordination with the con-
sultation and training centers in both universities and
raising the efficiency of the cadres working in them.

Dr. Al-Halhouli expressed his pride in the cooperation to
achieve several scientific goals that would benefit both
sides in collaborative projects, Dual Studies Program,
German language education, and training programs for
students that increase their employment opportunities
in the local and German markets.

For his part, Prof. Al-Ajlouni stated that Al-Balga Univer-
sity works to modernize its specializations to keep pace
with technological developments, especially technical
ones and specializations of future professions, also pro-
viding training and necessary skills to students to com-
pete in the local and regional labor market.
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The President Prof. Al-Halhouli, and the President of
Al-Hussein Technical University, one of the initiatives
of the Crown Prince Foundation, Prof. Al-Hinti, dis-
cussed ways of cooperation between the two sides in
areas of common interest.

During the meeting, they discussed possible aspects
of cooperation in the scientific and research fields,
presenting joint projects that serve the two universi-
ties and the entire country, in addition to enabling stu-
dents and faculty members to use the laboratories and
capabilities to implement collaborative activities and
events.

At the end of the meeting, Al-Hinti visited the Dean-
ship of Innovation, Technology Transfer and Entrepre-
neurship, where Dr. Al-Shawawreh, Dean of DI-TECH,
presented the work and roles of the deanship especial-
ly in spreading the culture of entrepreneurship in the
university and society.

The program
includes nine partners: University of Siegen, Univer-
sity of Hertfordshire, Royal Institute of Technology,
German Jordanian University, Tafila Technical Univer-
sity, Al-Quds University, Palestine Technical College,
University of Sfax, and University of Carthage.



GJU hosts the 1st Stakeholders
Workshop for the BONEX
Project

The German Jordanian University hosted the First
Stakeholders Workshop for the Project “Boosting Nex-
us Framework Implementation in the Mediterranean”
(BONEX). The workshop was organized by German Jor-
danian University and by the International Union for the
Conservation of Nature (IUCN-ROWA). The workshop
was the first event in the frame of the BONEX project,
which is funded by the EU-Foundation “Partnership for
Research and Innovation in the Mediterranean Area
(PRIMA)"”.

In Jordan, the BONEX project has a specific focus on
Wadi Mujib Basin and has the ambition to explore and
develop specific solutions promoting the linking of gov-
ernance with practice to overcome barriers to WEFE
(water, energy, food, ecosystem) nexus and policies.

The first workshop included a variety of stakeholders
who would contribute significantly to the success of the
workshop and the project. The stakeholders included
representatives of Madaba Municipality, Jordan Valley
Authority (JVA), Miyahuna- Madaba, Ministry of Water
and Irrigation (MWI), Ministry of Agriculture, Madaba
Directorate, Energy and Mineral Resources Regulatory
Commission, Dhiban Youth Cooperative, Jordan coop-
erative corporation, Royal Society for the Conservation
of Nature, Al-Rayaheen cooperative, Ministry of Environ-
ment, National Agricultural Research Center (NARC),
Dhiban municipality, and Department of Statistics.
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GJU, ESMES Jordanian Partner Completes and Receives Subcontract
of REEE at 10th School for Girls in Agaba

The German Jordanian University, partner of the
ENI CBC Med funded ‘ESMES’ project launched
a contest on energy efficiency among 9 public
schools in Jordan in 2022.

The main objective of this contest was to raise
awareness in the educational sector of the im-
portance of assuming sustainable energy behav-
iors. The main target of this contest was to pre-
pare students energy teams from the schools to
motivate them to adopt energy-saving behavior
among the school students and local communi-
ties. The 10th school for girls in Agaba won the
contest, with their proposal that included the
applicability of energy-saving solutions, and the
school’s need analysis. The school was awarded
a 60,000 Euros subcontract.

On the 26th of December 2022, the German Jor-
danian University ESMES team visited the 10th
School for girls in Aqaba to inspect and receive
works from for the subcontract awarded to the
school. The tender commissioning and hando-
ver committee included the ministry of educa-
tion, the audit bureau and the GJU project team.

The contract included the installation of LED
lighting in the hallways, laboratories and class-
rooms, the installation of high-efficiency invert-
er-based AC units, and the maintenance and
upkeep of the older AC units in use.



Workshop on the Future of PV
Recycling in Jordan

The School of Natural Resources Engineering
Management (SNREM) in cooperation with the
Deanship of Innovation, Technology Transfer and
Entrepreneurship (DI-TECH) held a workshop on
the Future of PV Recycling in Jordan with the par-
ticipation of the Ministry of Energy and Mineral Re-
sources, Ministry of Local Administration, industry
representatives, and Master’s students at G)U.

The workshop aimed to investigate the future of PV
module recycling in Jordan economically and indi-
cate financial behavior on how the project would
act.

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The School of Applied Medical Sciences (SAMS) or-
ganized a symposium on the prospects for nursing
education in Jordan (present - future - challenges)
with the participation of specialists, including deans
of nursing faculties in public and private Jordanian
universities, the head of the Jordanian Nursing Coun-
cil, nursing directors in public and private hospitals,
and representatives of accreditation and quality as-
surance commission for higher education institu-
tions.

During the inauguration of the symposium, which
came within the framework of the university’s di-
rection to develop a study program in nursing, the
President of GJU, Prof. Al-Halhouli, pointed to the ap-
proach of the University in applied sciences and the
expansion of academic programs that serve the coun-
try and the citizens in partnership with partners of
German universities to transfer leading German ex-
pertise in various fields and provide training for GJU
students in prestigious international institutions.

Prof. Ibrahim Tarawneh, Dean of SAMS, provided a
briefing on the German dimension and the main top-
ics of the symposium, which included contemporary
areas in the nursing specialization, the challenges
facing the sector, the needs of the local, regional and
global market, the foundations and standards for ac-
creditation, study plans and training in Jordan, and
the cost of establishing the program such as human
cadres, infrastructure, among other factors.
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GJU, in cooperation with Queen Rania Teacher Acad-
emy, celebrated the achievements of the Teacher Edu-
cation Professional Diploma (TEPD) cohort 2021-2022
as part of the Syrian-Jordanian Education Project fund-
ed by the European Union in Jordan and managed by
GJu.

The ceremony was attended by the President of the
University of Jordan, Prof. Natheer Obeidat, Ambassa-
dor of the European Union to Jordan, Maria Hadjitheo-
dosiou, President of GJU, Prof. Ala’aldeen Al-Halhouli,
the CEO of Queen Rania Academy, Dr. Osama Obei-
dat, and the Project Manager, Dr. Dhiah Abou Tair.

Prof. Al-Halhouli stated that the university is proud to
manage the program in partnership with several Jor-
danian and international educational institutions since
the start of the project, where it is believed that educa-
tion is a powerful weapon that changes the world for
the better, praising the achievements of the students
who obtained a “vocational diploma” in education.

For his part, Obeidat expressed his sincere thanks to

the German Jordanian University for its role in sup-
porting the participants, pointing out that Queen Ra-
nia Academy is an educational institution with a vision
to strengthen education in Jordan and the Arab world.

In turn, Dr. Abou Tair stated that the Professional Di-
ploma Program is a unique opportunity for students
to acquire the skills and knowledge necessary to be-
come successful teachers and provides them with the
resources and support to become effective teachers
and mentors.

The Ambassador, Maria Hadjitheodosiou, emphasized
the role of the Syrian-Jordanian Education Program in
providing scholarships for higher education and voca-
tional training courses within Jordanian universities for
Syrian refugees and Jordanian youth who are less for-
tunate since 2015 than the European Union.

It is noteworthy that the “Syrian-Jordanian Education”
program, funded by the European Union’s Regional
Trust Fund in Response to the Syrian Crisis Madad,
aims to provide more than 3,000 scholarships for
young Syrian refugees and Jordanians benefiting from
charitable support institutions. The Program offers the
students the opportunity to pursue higher education,
vocational education, technical training, and a voca-
tional diploma in education. In addition, they could
participate in entrepreneurship programs or prepara-
tory skills courses for the labor market.
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A workshop on PRIMA Info Day
2023

GJU through the Deanship of Innovation, Technology
Transfer and Entrepreneurship (DI-TECH) held a work-
shop on PRIMA info day 2023 and strengthening r&i
capacities in Jordan

The Partnership in Scientific Research and Innovation in
the Mediterranean Area (PRIMA) is a platform to support
researchers and scientific research projects in member
states, which includes nineteen Mediterranean coun-
tries, including Jordan. During the workshop, Mr. Hus-
sam Khasawneh from the Higher Council for Science
and Technology (HCST), Deputy Director of PRIMA, Dr.
Omar Amawi and Project Officer, Mohamed Wageih pre-
sented an overview of the program and achievements
over years, (2018-2022), funding structures and the main
PRIMA sections, which are Farming Systems, Agri- Food,
Water Management, and Nexus theme.

In addition, the workshop included three sessions on
how to develop a competitive proposal, build your con-
sortium, useful tools, where GJU academics engaged in
an open discussion.
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The President Prof. Al-Halhouli inaugurated the Muga-
rnas in the School of Architecture and the Built Envi-
ronment (SABE) - Jabal Amman. Mugarnas was de-
signed by faculty member Prof. Muhammad Yaghan
and implemented by Dr. Yaghan, Eng. Regan Ashour,
and students of the Calligraphy and Decoration course.

During the ceremony, Prof. Al-Halhouli, in the pres-
ence of Vice President Prof. Malek Alsharairi, and the
Dean of SABE, Dr. Omaimah Al-Arja, pointed out the
importance of the School of Architecture, its status,
the role of its professors, their distinction in education
and their national, regional and international achieve-
ments, encouraging the team to establish Muqarnas at
the main campus university in Al-Mshagqar.

For his part, Dr. Yagan explained the nature of the
Mugarnas and its importance in Islamic architecture,
art, and culture, while Dr. Al-Arja presented the new
vision of SABE, the importance of the Mugrans, and
the way it is implemented educationally through team-
work.

From the student side, Evan Genev from Germany
spoke about the cultural exposure he experienced dur-
ing the course, while the student Jana Nawar talked
about the projects they worked on and Eng. Ashour
appreciated the efforts of the participants in the work
and the supporters of its implementation.

At the end of the ceremony, Prof. Al-Halhouli toured
the students’ work exhibition and listened to an expla-
nation from Dr. Yaghan and the students about Muga-
rnas, its historical role, its design characteristics, and
the specificity of the project in the School.
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The ultimate target of the Mechanical and Mainte-
nance Engineering Department (MECH)/School of
Applied Technical Sciences (SATS) is to equip its stu-
dents with essential industrial practicability and link
them to diverse industries locally and even globally.
Dr. Sameer Al-Dahidi planned and organized two ed-
ucational field trips (as part of the Management of
Maintenance Systems Course) to Siniora Food Indus-
tries Company P.L.C. In total, a group of 22 MECH
students participated in the field visits.

The field trip was very informative and loaded with
new aspects of knowledge. Most importantly, it was
a great example of the application of important thor-
ough maintenance courses and materials. Dr. Al-Da-
hidi emphasized the importance of such educational
field visits, stating that they are essential for every
engineering student as it practically clarifies the sig-
nificance of the maintenance management systems.

Dr. Al-Dahidi aimed to expand the cooperation with
Siniora further by introducing the Dual Study (DS)
program started recently at MECH, its definition,
how GJU applies DS, benefits for students, timeline,
and how Siniora and GJU can both benefit from such
a collaboration. Further, Dr. Al-Dahidi discussed the
opportunity of allowing MECH students to carry out
their Graduation Projects at Siniora under the super-
vision of a MECH faculty member and establishing a
research cooperation line between Siniora Food In-
dustries Company P.L.C. and GJU via GJU’s faculty
members and students.

GJU ranked fourth locally among Jordanian uni-
versities and is among the best hundred Arab uni-
versities by placing position (71-80) in the Times
World Ranking of Arab Universities 2022.

The Arab classification is based on sixteen crite-
ria within five indicators; 33% for educational en-
vironment, 33% for scientific research, 20% for
citations, 8% for the worldview of the university,
and the social impact 6%. GJU was distinguished
in terms of the number of citations for scientific
production, which indicates the quality of scientific
research outputs by members of the academic staff
and researchers, in addition to its distinction in the
university’s worldview index.

The President of GJU, Prof. Al-Halhouli, confirmed
that the university’s presence in the classification
is evidence of the success of its model as applied
education similar to German universities, express-
ing his pride in the achieved results strategically
and academically, which came as a result of the
academic schools and administrative departments
efforts, which will enhance educational outcomes
and the employment rate for graduates in the labor
market.
