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HRH Prince El Hassan Bin Talal visited the German
Jordanian University and was welcomed by Prof.
Ala’aldeen Al-Halhouli, President of the university,
and Prof. Malek Alsharairi, Vice-President. HRH had
a discussion session with GJU'’s students from un-
dergraduate and post-graduate programs where a
number of topics have been addressed such as ac-
ademic education, vocational training, employability
and entrepreneurship. HRH listened to the experi-
ences and accomplishments of the students during
their academic and practical journey in Jordan and
Germany.

Prof. Al-Halhouli expressed his gratitude towards
HRH'’s visit to the university and introduced the new
achievements of GJU in terms of the university’s new-
ly accredited programs in Germany. In addition, he
stressed on the importance of vocational training and
the aim of the university in offering academic and
vocational education. Prof. Al-Halhouli gave a brief
about the university and its vision for the upcoming
years where he stated that the university aspires to
become a leading international applied university in
education, research, innovation and entrepreneur-
ship as a role model for continuity and reinforcement
of bridges between Joran and Germany. In addition,
Dr. Ziad Abu EI-Rub gave a brief about the university’s

program regarding the development of vocational
training skills with German partners while point-
ing out the importance of the relationship between
the university and industrial sector in Jordan and
Germany.

HRH visited the Deanship of Innovation, Technology
Transfer and Entrepreneurship (DI-TECH), where Dr.
Nidal Al Shawareh talked about the establishment of
the deanship and its role in bolstering entrepreneur-
ship and innovation culture among the students, ac-
ademic staff and the local community. In addition,
the deanship opens the chance for fostering student
graduation projects by transforming them into start-
up companies and at the end Dr. Alshawareh present-
ed the concept of GJU’s Dual Studies Program.

HRH also visited the Nano Lab and EDU-Syria pro-
ject corner where the director of the project Dr. Diah
Abu-Tair gave a brief about the project and its role in
providing educational opportunities in cooperation
with several local and international partners to Syri-
an refugees and Jordanian youth in less privileged re-
gions and listened to their experiences. HRH finished
his visit be meeting a number of students who are
benefiting from the program and listened to their ex-
periences.
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The German Jordanian University, through the (Al-
Dhad), Dialogue and Politics student Club at the
Deanship of Student Affairs organized a lecture
presented by Dr. Muhammad Ratib Al-Nabulsi. The
lecture was attended by Prof. Ala’aldeen Alhalhou-
li, Dr. Thelal Oweis, Dean of the Deanship of Stu-
dents Affairs, academic and administrative staff,
and students; and it was moderated by Prof. Salah
Al-Salman, Dean of the School of Applied Humani-
ties and Languages.

Dr. Al-Nabulsi addressed the students on a number
of topics such as responsibility, respect, and com-
munity work by examples from the Holy Qur’an.
He encouraged the students to be more effective
and to play a positive role not only at university but
also their community. The lecture was followed by a
fruitful Q&A where Dr. Al-Nabulsi answered a num-
ber of questions from the students as well as from
the staff.
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The German Jordanian University held its first little
professor program (Kinder Uni) for children at G)U.
The aim of this program is to enhance scientific think-
ing and creativity in children and introduce them to
the method of university learning through their par-
ticipation in several interactive lectures. The program
which was launched at the university’s main campus
in Mushagar was set to target school students be-
tween the ages of (8-12) from different areas in the
Kingdom, and around 500 children participated in
the program.

The program consisted of four interactive lectures for
children, each lecture for go minutes entitled: Silence
among noise, is that possible? Why objects break or
get ruined? Computer and data? What is light and
shade? And how do they form? The first two lectures
were presented by Dr. Nasser Alnatsheh ,a flying fac-
ulty, from Technical University of Braunschweig. The
second and third lecture were presented by GJU staff
member Eng. Mohammad Ayyash and Eng. Musab
Hamdan respectively.

The university aims to continue with a series of lec-
tures for children in order to make universities an at-
tractive environment for children. In addition, sever-
al ongoing summer camps for children were held in
parallel as: the fourth summer camp for the children
for the local community in the district of Naur and the
governorate of Madaba, language training programs
for children where GJU students taught German and
English for children, and the sixth scientific camp.
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The German Accreditation Council
Accredited 13 Programs at GJU!

The German Accreditation Council accredited thir-
teen academic majors at the German Jordanian Uni-
versity, making it the only university outside Germany
that obtains accreditation certificates for its programs
from the Council. The accreditation council accredit-
ed several majors from the following schools:

School of Applied Technical Sciences (SATS): Bache-
lor of Industrial Engineering, Mechanical Engineering
and Maintenance, Mechatronics Engineering and Ar-
tificial Intelligence, and Master of Engineering Man-
agement; the School of Applied Medical Sciences
(SAMS): Bachelor of Biomedical Engineering, Phar-
maceutical and Chemical Engineering programs;
the School of Management and Logistics Sciences
(SMLS): Bachelor of International Accounting, Logis-
tics Sciences, Administrative Sciences, and Master
of Logistics Sciences; the School of Humanities and
Applied Languages (SAHL): Bachelor of Translation:
German - Arabic - English, German and English for
Business and Communication, and in German as a
Foreign Language for the Master’s level.

The accreditation was given from different agen-
cies based on the schools as (ASIIN, ACQUIN, and
FIBAA). This has been started and carried out dur-
ing the most challenging time where the world was
confronted by the pandemic, however, the schools
managed to achieve the required accreditation and
on time, through virtual and as well as on-site visits.
This project was supported by the project office of
GJU at the Applied University of Magbedurg-Stendal
and DAAD.

Dr. Al-Halhouli expressed his appreciation for all in-
volved parties who supported GJU during this task
and especially the University of Applied Science

Magdeburg-Stendal, the German Agency for Cultur-
al Exchange (DAAD) for their continuous support,
transfer and exchange of experiences. In addition,
he appreciated the faculties’ deans, members of the
academic and administrative bodies as well as the
Accreditation and Quality Control Department at
the university for their great efforts in achieving this
achievement.
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The Higher Education Council approved a number
of new programs at the Bachelor’s level, starting
from the First Semester of 2022/2023. The accred-
ited programs are Business Intelligence and Data
Analytics at the School of Administrative and Logis-
tics Sciences (SMLS), Health Informatics at the
School of Applied Medical Sciences (SAMS), and
Design and Media Informatics as a joint program
between the School of Electrical Engineering and
Information Technology (SEEIT), and the School of
Architecture and the Built Environment (SABE).

Prof. Al- Halhouli, indicated that the new programs
were developed with the university’s partners
in Germany and prepared to keep pace with and
meet the requirements of the local, regional and
international markets, especially the German and
European markets, to provide them with qualified
specialists who can make a fundamental impact in
their fields of work.

The president also added that the rapid develop-
ments in global connections and communication
systems, digital transformation, and information
technology encouraged the development of these
programs to be similar to the academic programs
in German universities of applied science.

GJU Open a Unique Master’s
Program in Pharmaceutical and
Chemical Engineering

The German Jordanian University opened a new
Master’s program in Pharmaceutical and Chemical
Engineering at the School of Applied Medical Scienc-
es (SAMS) for the first semester of 2022/2023.

The program was approved by the Higher Education
Council, which combines chemical and pharmaceuti-
cal engineering in one program and intends to serve
the chemical industries, especially the pharmaceuti-
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cal industries, which are considered one of the larg-
est in Jordan, the region and the world.

Prof. Al- Halhouli, indicated that the German Jorda-
nian University developed the program based on the
need of the local and global market for specialized
and qualified engineers in the field of pharmaceuti-
cal industries. The participants in the program will
benefiting from the German dimension, where they
can study for an optional summer semester at one of
GJU'’s partner universities in Germany, in addition to
conducting a Master’s thesis in Germany and joint
research supervision.
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The president met the General Director of The
Vocational Training Corporation, Eng. Ahmed
Al-Gharibeh to discuss the cooperation between
the two parties in training programs and mod-
ern professional disciplines according to inter-
national specifications and standards, especially
German standards in vocational training since
GJU is focusing on building new vocational pro-
grams and creating similar vocational training
programs as in Germany, based on this strategic
pillar of the university.

During the meeting, both sides discussed ways
of creating joint programs based on best prac-
tices and holding specialized training programs
that allow students to work in the international
market besides the local one in partnership with
the university. These programs aim to create new
opportunities for the youth to gain the required
education and practical experience and skills
enabling them to find jobs or to open their own
start-ups.
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GJU Discusses Ways of Collaboration
with the National Aid Fund

Prof. Al-Halhouli, discussed with the Acting
Director General of the National Aid Fund, Dr.
Barq Al-Damour ways of collaboration between
the two sides in terms of vocational and techni-
cal fields of education.

Prof. Al-Halhouli stressed that the cooperation
between the two parties shall be in line with the
university’s mission and strategic plan, which
includes strengthening its local, regional, and
global partnerships with the public and private
sectors and industry to serve the local commu-
nity, Al-Halhouli also added that the partnership
with the Fund would result in the implementa-
tion of projects and professional programs tar-
geting children who are beneficiaries of the Fund
in rehabilitation, training, and employment to
support them towards self-supporting.

Member of the German Bundestag, Chairman of
the Parliamentary Friendship Group for Relations
with Arabic-Speaking Countries in the Middle East,
Dr. Christoph Plof3, visited the German Jordanian
University to learn about GJU, its achievements,
and its role in promoting cooperation between Jor-
dan and Germany.

Plof? visited the School of Architecture and Built
Environment (SABE) in Jabal Amman campus and
met with the President and a number of academic
staff. Prof. Al-Halhouli, indicated that the university
is a bright model for relations and a cultural bridge
linking Jordan with Germany and Europe. Plof3 in-
dicated that his visit to Jordan aims to strengthen
bilateral relations between the two countries and
that the German Jordanian University is one of the
most important educational projects that contrib-
uted to strengthening these relations.
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Strategic Partnership between GJU
and UAS Trier

The President of University of Applied Sciences
Trier (UAS Trier), Prof. Dr. Dorit Schumann, and
GJU'’s Vice President for International Affairs, Prof.
Dr. Ralf RofRkopf, signed a strategic partnership in
Trier on July sth, 2022.

UAS Trier is one of the first partners of GJU where
both universities have a long-lasting history of co-
operation where there is a strong student and staff
exchange between both universities.

By signing this agreement, both partners confirm
their intention to strengthen their cooperation on
different levels through establishing institution-
alized communication channels between the two
universities, the identification of focus areas, joint
research and innovation projects, checking on pos-
sible synergies in the area of teaching and the joint
development of educational online offers.
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A student delegation from the Industrial Engi-
neering Department / School of Applied Technical
Sciences (SATS) visited Ramallah Company for
Steel Industry (RAMCO) in Zarqa to learn about
the steel production process. The students started
their visit with a site safety orientation and a brief

company description presented by Eng. Ala® Alre-
fai.

Eng. Abdallah Bani Omar and Eng. Mohammad
Khalaifah SATS students had a full access tour to
explore the major plant’s manufacturing processes
and departments, which include steel scrap yards,
melt shop and continuous casting, wires drawing,
rolling mill, heat treatment, mesh welding, control
room, quality assurance, and supply chain depart-
ments, and testing laboratories.

GJU Signs a Strategic Partnership
with UAS Fulda

The President of University of Applied Sciences

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The Department of Social Work - School of Applied
Humanities and Languages (SAHL) represented
by the Vice President for International Affairs, Prof.
Ralf Rosskopf, Head of Social Work Department,
Dr. Badir Madi, and Exchange Coordinator, Prof.
Christine Hildebrandt, participated in the confer-
ence of the development of a European Master’s
Degree in Transnational Community Development,
which was hosted in the University of Applied
Sciences in Wuerzburg-Schweinfurt (FHWS).

The consortium met for the first time with FHWS
in Wurzburg to develop the didactical outline and
framework of an envisioned master program. The
Master program follows an interdisciplinary ap-
proach and aims to enable graduates to recognize
specifics of transnational communities in order to
cope with the challenges of community building in
transnational contexts and to be able to act respon-
sibly.

The consortium consists of DIAK, Finland’s larg-
est provider of UAS-level education in social work;
VID, the third-largest private higher education in-
stitution in Norway, Transilvania University of Bras-
ov in Romania, University of Applied Sciences in
Wuerzburg-Schweinfurt and the Social Work De-
partment at GJU.

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Koreek, Rama Alghzawi and Shatha Khrewesh, stu-
dents from the School of Natural Resources Engi-
neering and Management (SNREM) defended their
graduation project entitled “Converting Shawarma
and Falafel Qil into Biodiesel” under the supervi-
sion of the Head of the Department of Energy Engi-
neering, Dr. Mustafa Jaradat.

During the study of the project, the students pro-
duced fuel inside the university laboratories and
programmed a device for the production of organ-
ic fuel, which is supplied with used oil. This device
adds special chemicals, heats the mixture to the
necessary temperature, stirs it and completes the
production process with high accuracy.
