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Al-Halhouli Participated in the
General Conference of Arab
Universities in Tunis

The President of the German Jordanian Uni-
versity, Prof. Dr. Ala’aldeen Al-Halhouli, par-
ticipated in the General Conference of the As-
sociation of Arab Universities, in its fifty-fifth
session. The conference was held in the Uni-
versities of Monastir and Sousse in Tunisia,
with the attendance of the Secretary General
of the Association of Arab Universities, His
Excellency Prof. Dr. Amr Ezzat Salameh, and
several ministers of higher education from
Arab countries, in addition to the attendance
and participation of 220 university presidents
from 22 Arab countries.

Prof. Al-Halhouli stressed the importance of
the conference in enhancing communication
between Arab universities and representing
a networking opportunity to build strategic
partnerships that contribute to developing the
future of higher education in the region and to
present the experience of the German Jordani-
an University as an international applied uni-
versity that focuses on leadership, innovation,
scientific research and community service.

The conference program consisted of a set
of discussion sessions, with a specialized
session that included a number of ministers
of higher education that discussed: “Digital
Transformation in Higher Education: Experi-
ences and a Look to the Future”, and a ses-
sion on student participation and the role of
students in university governance.
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A delegation from the University headed by the Vice
President, Prof. Malek Al-Sharairi and the Director of
Edu-Syria Project, Dr. Diaa Abu Tair, participated in
ICEF World Student Scholarship Education Program
that was held in cooperation with the Gulf Conferenc-
es in the Emirates Towers in Dubai.

The objective is to facilitate connections between
government institutions and industry leaders in the
GCC and the UAE, along with global educators who
are keen on establishing enduring and transformative
collaborations with organizations interested in creat-
ing innovative educational programs.

It provided the opportunity to hold one-on-one meet-
ings with representatives of the concerned bodies
and institutions to discuss new partnerships and at-
tend programs of live seminars, presentations, and
panel discussions that include experts and regional
leaders working to develop and increase educational
opportunities in the Arab Gulf countries.

Prof. Al-Sharairi indicated that the program focused
on the challenges facing educational institutions in
light of the acceleration and change in the require-
ments of the labor market and the ability of the edu-
cation sector to meet future aspirations and visions,
adding that it also resulted in organizing a series of
bilateral meetings that brought together GJU with par-
ties of common interest such as educational, train-
ing, and advisory programs that meet their needs and
build bridges of cooperation with GJU and its network
in Germany and Europe.
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The Deanship of Student Affairs (DSA) in cooperation
with the Library Department organized a scientific trip
for students to visit Logos Hope, the largest floating li-
brary in Aqaba/Jordan.

Logos Hope, the largest floating book fair, offers over
5,000 titles, providing many visitors with their first-ever
opportunity to purchase quality educational literature.
Four hundred volunteers from 65 nationalities live on
board. The 32-meter-long ship, managed by a non-prof-
it organization based in Germany, aspires to spread
knowledge and hope in every port it visits.

Logos Hope’s moto is “sharing knowledge, help, and
hope”. GJU students had the chance to have a tour on the
ship and got acquainted with its working mechanism and
facilities and participated in several activities on the ship.

The exhibition also included providing the service
of conducting diabetes and blood pressure checks
for its visitors, highlighting the role of the Public
Security Directorate in preserving the safety of cit-
izens and their property, and distributing posters
that explain the tasks and duties of the Civil De-
fense Directorate.

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GJU Participates at the QETC
International Forum for Higher
Education 2023

GJU participated at the QETC International Forum for
Higher Education 2023. The exhibition was held in
Egypt, with the participation of Arab and international
universities and educational institutions.

The exhibition is considered the first applied exhibi-
tion for higher education in Egypt, which aims to help
students to choose their majors and build partner-
ships among the participating institutions.

GJU was represented by the Vice Dean of Gradu-
ate Studies, Dr. Loay Bani Ismail, and from the Ad-
mission and Registration Department, Mrs. Baraa
Al-Ajarmah.
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GJU in cooperation with the German Agency for
International Cooperation (GIZ) launched a pro-
ject to enhance capacities in green hydrogen tech-
nology and transform renewable energy into other
forms. The project aims to build capacities for GJU
students and the workforce in the sector.

Prof. Al-Halhouli emphasized the importance of this
cooperation to enhance the capabilities of the stu-
dents by equipping the students with the required
knowledge in green hydrogen technology, which will
increase their job opportunities afterward.

During the event, the attendees visited GJU’s Smart
Electric Grids Laboratory, where the research group
presented the projects. The attendees also visited
the Deanship of Innovation, Technology Transfer
and Entrepreneurship, where the idea of establish-
ing the Deanship has been introduced and its role
in terms of transforming ideas of university stu-
dents and graduates into startup companies.
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A Lecture on “Al and the Future
of Engineering”

The School of Applied Medical Sciences (SAMS) - the
activities, marketing, and external relations organized a
lecture on Al and the future of Engineering by MathWorks
(MATLAB) to present the new tools available in MATLAB
for education and research and learn about Al workflow
provided by MATLAB and how engineers and researchers
implement complex solutions in one environment.

During the lecture, the MATLAB team discussed the
topics of MATLAB online tools and services, live editor,
apps in MATLAB, Al workflow for every discipline, mod-
el-based design and physical modeling, code generation,
and hardware, worldwide events, and competitions.
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The President of the German Jordanian Univer-
sity inaugurated a project to install solar energy
systems to generate electricity and improve en-
ergy efficiency in Madaba Industrial School with
the cooperation and partnership between the
Ministry of Education, GJU, and the support of
the European Union.

Al-Halhouli said that the installation of solar
energy systems in Madaba came as part of the
“Smart Energy Management Network in Medi-
terranean Schools” project funded by the Euro-
pean Union to find innovative and effective ways
to promote the use of renewable energy and re-
duce the various impacts on the electricity grid.

In addition, as the project is close to the end of
a four-year journey, the university has managed
to train over 300 Students and 30 Teachers in g
schools and 30 engineers from the MoE from
across the country on Renewable Energy and En-
ergy Efficiency (REEE) measures, intervene and
install REEE pilots in 4 public schools, establish
a national Energy hub that contributed to 5 case
studies and strategies that will be shared with
stakeholders, start a dialogue between the pub-
lic and private sector on REEE Rehabilitation of
public buildings.

The energy systems of the school include twen-
ty-three high-efficiency air-conditioning units in
all classrooms and administrative offices, fans
in all classrooms to encourage best practices
in energy use, maintenance of school windows,
a 48-kilowatt photovoltaic system to cover the
school’s energy needs, and measures to main-
tain energy quality in an innovative way to sup-
port the national power grid.

It is noteworthy that the project is supervised
by faculty members Dr. Osama Saadeh and Dr.
Zakaria Dalala from the School of Natural Re-
sources Engineering (SNREM).
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GJU announced the launching of the training
course Energy Efficiency of the German Energy
Academy, which comes within a project to sup-
port the partnership in the energy field with Jor-
dan, supported by the German Agency for Inter-
national Cooperation (GlZ).

The project coordinator and faculty member at
the School of Natural Resources Engineering and
Management (SNREM), Dr. Aiman Al-Batayneh,
stated that the program was designed for accred-
itation from the German Chamber of Industry
and Commerce (AHK), after undergoing an exam
at the end of the course to obtain a certificate of
practicing the profession.

Al-Batayneh added that the participants gain the
necessary skills in the rapidly growing renewa-
ble energy market and enter directly into the job
market in Germany as certified engineers and
technicians in the field of energy efficiency.
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The delegation of Oman University services of-
fices visited the university to learn about its pro-
grams and explore opportunities for Omani youth
to study at GJU.

During the visit, Prof. Al-Halhouli praised the
depth of relations between the two countries and
the possibility of enhancing scientific cooperation
and attracting Omani students to join the univer-
sity due to its unique model which offers the pos-
sibility to study and train in Jordan and Germany.

Prof. Alhalhouli also indicated that the university
represents a cultural vessel and a bridge linking
Jordan with Europe in general and Germany in
particular, which provide the students with vari-
ous life and academic experiences and skills that
enable them to find suitable job opportunities im-
mediately after graduation or to establish startup
companies and becoming entrepreneurs.
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The Mayor of Dhiban Visits the
German Energy Academy

Mayor of Dhiban Nasr Al-Rawahneh, in the presence of Dep-
uty Mayor Khaldoun Al-Jama’in and member of the munici-
pal council, Ramah Al-Hawatmeh, visited the German Ener-
gy Academy at the German Jordanian University in order to
review the courses offered by the academy and discuss ways
of cooperation in a number of topics of interest to the local
community.

The coordinator of the Academy project and a faculty mem-
ber in the School of Natural Resources Engineering and its
Management, Dr. Aiman Al-Batanieh, gave an explanation
about the Jordanian-German partnership in the field of ener-
gy, which aims to train and raise the efficiency of technicians
and engineers in the field of innovative and sustainable en-
ergy technology, indicating the importance of the courses
offered, including the energy efficiency course offered by the
university In obtaining theoretical and practical knowledge
in the field of energy efficiency, management and energy au-
diting, which qualifies graduates to obtain a job opportunity
in Germany after taking the exam approved by the German
Chamber of Industry and Commerce (AHK).
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The President, Professor Alaeldeen Al-Halhouli,
and the CEO of Abdul Hameed Shoman Foun-
dation, Valentina Qassisieh, discussed means of
cooperation between the two sides in the fields
of scientific research, libraries, and programs re-
lated to children.

During the meeting, Dr. Al-Halhouli indicated
that the University focuses its strategy on being
an innovative, green, sustainable and pioneering
University, as it has established the first Deanship
of Innovation, Technology Transfer and Leader-
ship in the region to support this tendency. The
University has also trained about one hundred
and fifty of its cadres as innovation ambassadors
to spread this culture in all departments of the
University and the society as a whole

During the meeting, the two parties reviewed
aspects of cooperation in areas and projects of
common interest, especially scientific research,
the library, and the little professor program,
which the University implemented for the first-
time last year, and proposed programs that serve
the community.
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The President Prof. Al-Halhouli, participated in
the symposium organized by the Faculty of Ed-
ucational Sciences at the University of Jordan,
entitled Universities and Digital Transforma-
tion, under the patronage of the President, Prof.
Natheer Obeidat, and the participation of the
Minister of Digital Economy and Entrepreneur-
ship, Mr. Ahmed Hanandeh.

During the symposium, Prof. Al-Halhouli indi-
cated that the GJU was able to build bridges of
cooperation between Jordan and Germany, as it
is currently partnering with about 120 German
universities and more than 5,000 factories and
companies that welcome students during the
German year.

Dr. Al-Halhouli added that the university, in
the framework of its transformation to digitiza-
tion, established the Deanship of Innovation,
Technology Transfer and Entrepreneurship (DI-
TECH) to be a pioneering and innovative, and
signed a memorandum of understanding with
Siemens to transform GJU into a sustainable
campus, and established smart rooms to facili-
tate distance and blended education, in addition
to computerizing most of its internal systems
for a better service to both students and staff.

Furthermore, Prof. Al-Halhouli highlighted the
university’s aspiration to support Jordan’s plan
for economic transformation, by establishing
laboratories for digital manufacturing, qualify-
ing young people for the external labor market,
and gathering companies specialized in digiti-
zation inside the campus.
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GJU Participates in the Ad-
vancing Change in Learning
and Teaching in Higher Educa-
tion (ACLTHE) Program

GJU participated in the closing meeting of the
Advancing Change in Learning and Teaching in
Higher Education (ACLTHE) program, which
aims to build capacities in the field of education
and enhance communication within the region.
The program, which is organized in partnership
with the United Kingdom through the British
Council, involved fifteen Jordanian participants
from GJU, Al-Hussein Technical University, Mid-
dle East University, Princess Sumaya University
for Technology, and Hashemite University.

The ACLTHE program aims to provide a distin-
guished educational journey that builds on the
experience of the faculty members and employ-
ees in Jordanian universities in the fields of teach-
ing methods, distinguished research, technology,
and innovation. In addition, the program aims to
guide the participants to improve their leadership
skills, apply state-of-the-art learning technology,
and foster student participation in the learning
process, in addition, to promoting transforma-
tive change within universities through the par-
ticipation of trainees in creative, transformative
projects that are designed to meet the needs of
higher education institutions.

Two trainees from GJU, Dr. Farah Al-Atrash from
the School of Architecture and Built Environment
(SABE) and Ms. Aya Manna from the Center for
E-Learning and Academic Performance Improve-
ment (CeLAPI), have participated in the program.
Ms. Manna’s project aims to enhance the ability
of GJU students to access the university’s elec-
tronic services and platforms by developing a
video tutorial using animation and blended video
techniques.
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The School of Applied Humanities and Languag-
es organized its third International Conference
on German as a Foreign and second Language
- Recent Trends in Research and Training, with
the participation of approximately 83 participants
from 15 countries in the Middle East, Europe, Af-
rica and Asia, representing 36 universities and
Goethe Institutes from all over the world.

The President of the University, Prof. Al-Halhouli,
stated during the opening of the conference that
progress in science could only happen in an envi-
ronment of open communication. The idea that
innovation is the work of a few great individuals
working in isolation is not supported by facts, as
new ideas are the product of exchange, interna-
tional communication and teamwork.

Over three days, the participants discussed re-
cent trends in research and teaching, contri-
butions of internationally renowned universi-
ty lecturers, experienced trainers, and creative
practitioners of important topics at the interface
of linguistic research and language education
to serve as an international forum for teachers,
researchers, doctoral and master’s students, as
well as for cultural institutions involved in teach-
ing German as a foreign language and German
as a second language.
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GJU Wins 3 Awards in the Jor-
danian Engineers Association’s
Competition for Graduation

GJU won three awards in the Jordanian Engi-
neers Association’s competition for graduation
projects for Jordanian university students for
2022. The association organizes the compe-
tition annually to motivate students of engi-
neering faculties in Jordanian universities to
advance their creative ideas to produce engi-
neering graduation projects to simulate global
progress and development in various engineer-
ing sciences.

G)U won the first and second prizes in the pro-
jects of Civil Engineering Department. The First
prize was awarded to student Nancy Naffa for
her sustainable green practices in the Jorda-
nian hotel sector under the supervision of Dr.
Mona Yaqoub Hindi.

The second prize was awarded to student Ay-
man Al-Maaytah for his project designing a
standard process to assess the impact of var-
ious renovation procedures on the thermal be-
havior of an existing building under the super-
vision of Dr. Raed Al-Saleh.

As for the category of projects implement-
ed with the industrial sector in cooperation
with Amman Chamber of Industry, students
Abdul Hamid Nassar, Anas Al-Nabulsi, Zaid
Al-Rawashdeh and Bashar Hijazi from the Elec-
trical Engineering Department won the first
prize for the project early detection system for
forest fires based on machine learning using vi-
sion and sensor integration techniques under
the supervision of Dr. Alaa Khalifa. This project
was supported by King Abdullah Il Fund for De-
velopment and in cooperation with the Jordani-
an Center for Design and Development as an
industrial partner for in the project.
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The Deanship of Student Affairs celebrated Inter-
national Women’s Day through student clubs,
|IEEE and Pharmaceutical Engineering. The celebra-
tion hosted Ms. Reham Al-Zughair, President and
Founder of Masari Company (C-Path), Ms. Susan
Al-Helou, GJU graduate, director of Youth and Ad-
vocacy Projects in the Office UN Women-Jordan,
and Ms. Sarah Al-Badawiyeh, architect and novelist
participated as guest speakers in the celebration.

The activity was part of a Summer School project in coop-
eration with Hamburg University of Applied Sciences which
aimed at researching ways to strengthen resilience in times
of crisis.

The activities included storytelling in a way that aims to pro-
mote reflection and curiosity among children, and raise phil-
osophical and interactive questions to them through stories
narrated by paper theater “Kamishibai” and talking puppets.

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An MOU in Visual Rehabilita-
tion with Institute for Family
Health

The Vision Rehabilitation Center (VRC) and
the Institute for Family Health at King Hussein
Foundation signed an agreement with the aim
of cooperation in the fields of research, train-
ing, awareness, and the implementation of
joint projects to improve the environment for
people with visual impairments.

The agreement, which comes within the
framework of a strategic partnership and con-
tinuous cooperation, was signed by the Presi-
dent of GJU, Prof. Ala’aldeen Al-Halhouli, and
the Director of the Institute for Family Health,
Ibrahim Agel.

The agreement stated the transfer of persons
with visual impairments or visually impaired
children who need early intervention services
to the concerned authorities based on stand-
ards set by the center, in addition to coopera-
tion in research, training, awareness, and con-
ducting scientific studies and related research.

It included cooperation efforts and exchange
of experiences between the Institute and the
Deanship of Innovation, Technology Trans-
fer, and Entrepreneurship (DI-TECH) at GJU
to consolidate the culture of innovation and
startups, developing technology transfer, in
addition to investigating cooperation in the
field of developing entrepreneurial ideas and
innovation, developing creative ideas in the
technical, professional and academic areas
for people with visual disabilities.
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A delegation from the UAE Cultural Attaché, head-
ed by the Technical Attaché, Mrs. Iman Al-Hosani,
visited GJU to learn about the university and dis-
cuss cooperation between the two sides.

During the visit, the delegation met with the Vice
President, Prof. Malek Alsharairi, where he gave a
briefing on the university's establishment, devel-
opment, achievements, and aspiration to be a pi-
oneering and innovative applied university that fo-
cuses on leadership, innovation, scientific research,
and community service, in addition to the German
Year and the Dual Study Program.

During the meeting, ways of cooperation and ex-
change of ideas were discussed by establishing
joint programs and exchanging visits between stu-
dents and teachers to learn about best practices
and discuss ideas related to supporting scientific
research, publishing in scientific journals, patents
obtained by the university, and training programs
offered by the university to its students inside and
outside Jordan.
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Students of the Department of Architecture and In-
terior Architecture/ School of Architecture and Built
Environment (SABE) visited a number of unique
buildings and architectural icons in the southern
Jordan Valley, as part of the Islamic architecture
course.

This journey started from Mr. Khalil Al Talhouni’s
house which was designed by the Egyptian famous
architect Hasan Fathy and constructed in the ear-
ly 9os, presenting a real representation of Fathy’s
philosophy that focused on the environmental and
functional aspects of architectural design by using
local materials and inspiring by the traditional Is-
lamic architecture elements, the second stop was
in Al-Gandour house (the clay house). Architect
Amani Malhas, an industrial professor at GJU, con-
tributed in designing it, and the Final stop was in
Architect Bilal Hammad farmhouse who is one of
the well-known Jordanian architects.

The scientific trip was under the supervision of
Dr. Farah AL Alatrash and Dr. Read AL Tal who are
teaching the Islamic Architecture course, and in
participation with Architect Tha'er Qob’a, Archi-
tect Amani Malhas, Architect Tala Awadallah, and a
number of GJU teaching staff. The aim of the trip is
to enhance student’s awareness of the local Islamic
architecture, as well as their understanding of how
the theoretical concepts were translated into typol-
ogy and practice.

Representatives of the Ministry of Social De-
velopment and representatives of some asso-
ciations from the private and public sector for
people with disabilities, experts, professors, ar-
chitects and urbanists in this field, in addition
to the presence of a large number of attendees,
attended the symposium. Whivh was sponsored
and patronized by GJU and the American Insti-
tute of Architects (AIA Middle East).

The symposium program included discussions
of various subjects in two areas. The first dealt
with the reality and strategy of the rights of per-
sons with disabilities in Jordan through papers
related to Law No. 20 of (2017) and mental dis-
ability, its concept, classification, measurement
and diagnosis, the private sector and the role
of residential care and rehabilitation centers of
mental disabilities. The impact of community in-
teraction with people with autism spectrum dis-

order and its effect on their families.

The second area discussed a proposal for a day
center and inclusive housing project presented
by GJU graduate Arch. Rayan Hashim Fadil, as a
response to the law in a manner that is commen-
surate with the architectural requirements and
integration with society. Architectural strategies
and principles of design for intellectual disabili-
ties, urban models and examples of projects for

people with disabilities were reviewed.

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VRC Holds Two Workshop on
Vision Rehabilitation

The Vision Rehabilitation Center (VRC) held
two workshops about Vision Rehabilitation.
The workshop was offered for 72 fourth-year
occupational therapy students, from the Re-
habilitation Faculty at University of Jordan.

The workshop was interactive and practical.
Simulation glasses were used while doing
some activities, which is significant for the
student to have the needed empathy. Hands
on activities were applied, the students tried
out different magnifying and assistive devic-
es to understand its importance in improving
the functioning of people with visual challeng-
es, and therefore its impact in increasing their
independence and participation in the com-
munity.

The rehabilitation services and their effect on
improving the quality of life for persons with
vision impairment were presented, including
the comprehensive assessment of visual func-
tions, assistive and magnifying devices, and
training on using the devices and visual skills.
Followed by a detailed explanation of the im-
portance of environmental modifications.
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The Association of Energy Engineers Club of the
Deanship of Student Affairs (DSA) organized a
lecture on the Reality and Future of the Energy
Sector in Jordan, presented by the Director of the
Directorate of Planning and Institutional Devel-
opment at the Ministry of Energy and Mineral
Resources, Eng. Shurouq Abdel-Ghani.

The lecture comes within the implementation of
the memorandum of understanding signed be-
tween the Ministry and GJU to link the academic
side with the applied side and to ensure that stu-
dents and university professors are informed of

developments in the energy sector.

During the lecture, Abdel-Ghani discussed the
main achievements of the sector during the past
years and plans for achieving the Ministry’s vi-
sion of sustainable energy supply security. She
also reviewed the initiatives of the economic
modernization vision related to the energy sec-
tor, stressing the importance of participatory
work between the sector’s institutions to imple-

ment the sector’s initiatives.

At the end of the lecture, Abdul Ghani visited the
German Energy Academy project at the universi-
ty, where she was briefed on the energy efficiency

course and met with its students.
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Director of the Foreign Cultural Politics of the
German Foreign Ministry, Mrs. Anna Bartels, vis-
ited GJU to learn about its educational model,
the educational opportunities it offers, and the
political life on campus.

Bartels and the accompanying delegation met
with the Vice-Presidents of the University, Prof.
Malek Alsharairi, Prof. Reiner Finkeldey, and the
Dean of Innovation, Technology Transfer and En-
trepreneurship (DI-TECH), Dr. Nidal Al-Shawaw-
reh.

GJU was introduced to the delegation as an ed-
ucational project between Jordan and Germany
to play a role in technological, applied research,
experiential learning, and professional excellence
oriented towards the needs of the labor market
and industry and to make its contributions to
support economic and social well-being through
the development of specialized professional ex-
pertise in Jordan and the region.

On the other hand, Bartels got familiarized with
the DI-TECH, which was established last year to
contribute to promoting the culture of leadership
in the university and society, embracing pioneer-
ing projects, and providing job opportunities for
university graduates in Germany, in addition to
the Syrian-Jordanian Education Program and the
Social Work Migration and Refugees programs.

At the end of the visit, Bartels conversed with a
group of GJU students about political activities
on campus.
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Intensive Study Program on
Sustainability

The International Department Affairs (IAD)
hosted 20 visiting students from DHBW Uni-
versity in Germany and 10 GJU students with-
in an Intensive Study Program on Sustaina-
bility. The aim of the program was to gather
students of different majors to exchange per-
spectives on similar topics, practice team-
work, language exchange, presentation meth-
ods and skills as well as discussions about
topics that might inspire graduation projects
such as Water & Droughts, Energies of the Fu-
ture and Climate Change.

During the program, the students attended
lectures and workshops on different subjects,
such as: Jordan’s Society, Politics & Econo-
my, Nexus Water — Energy - Food, Sustainable
Architecture, Green supply chains and many
more, all conducted by GJU Professors.

The program covered field trips to Jerash
Waste Water Treatment plant and SNREMs
Jordan Valley Research Site, where the stu-
dents had the chance to learn about applied
steps towards a sustainable future.
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Germany has an increasing need for skilled and
qualified labor since a significant number of
open positions cannot be filled due to the lack
of skilled labor. The German government has
therefore introduced several legislative changes
and measures to make it easier for foreign skilled
workers to enter the German labor market. De-
spite these facilitations, it can still be challenging
to find the right job and obtain a work visa.

To support GJU graduates in their search and
application process for careers in Germany, GJU
built strong relationships with different stake-
holders in Germany and is offering special infor-
mation events together with these German part-
ners.

The first event was implemented together with
the International and Specialized Services (ZAV)
of the Federal Employment Agency (BA). Around
70 motivated participants from GJU received de-
tailed information about the different types of
work visas, language requirements, application
processes and potential fields of work, especial-
ly in the demanded jobs in IT and Engineering.
A Q&A session concluded the Webinar and the
participants were invited to send their CV for in-
dividual advice and register with the agency for
further support.

The next event focused on opportunities for
engineers in the state of Baden-Wirttemberg
in collaboration with Apontis / Bildungswerk
Baden-Wirttemberg (BIWE), ZAV, and BA. The
numerous participants were introduced to a spe-
cial project “Engineers from GJU for Baden- Wiirt-
temberg” that BIWE and GJU have developed es-
pecially for GJU graduates to provide engineers
with job opportunities in Baden- Wirttemberg
and to accompany them on the way from appli-
cation to employment.
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
