Experts and
specialists representing many universities, institutes,
research centers, and companies in Jordan and Ger-
many participated in the Symposium.

Prof. Al-Halhouli indicated that the university aims to
be a pioneer in innovation and to be an example of
sustainability, in line with the sustainable development
goals of the UN, especially since water and environ-
ment are priority cases in the Kingdom. Furthermore,
Prof. Al-Halhouli pointed out that the university directs
research and scientific efforts toward water, environ-
ment, and green projects.

The coordinators of the symposium, Prof. Dr. Muham-
mad Al-Adous, and Dr. Mazhar Al-Bdour, stated that
the participants discussed issues regarding groundwa-
ter and aquifer management — examples from Tunisia,
Morocco, and Jordan- industrial water management,
mining industries wastewater treatment, among other
topics. Adding that this event is the first in a series of
symposiums to be organized to achieve sustainable
development within renewable energy, water, health,
economic growth, and others.
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GJU Wins the Emirates Energy
Award 2022

The German Jordanian University won the
Emirates Silver Award for Energy for 2022 in
its 4th cycle, organized by the Supreme Coun-
cil of Energy in Dubai, with the participation
of 187 projects from 16 countries, for its “An-
war” solar power plant project with a capacity
of 2.11 megawatts, in the category of Distrib-
uted Solar Energy — Large Scale.

The Council awarded the University the Silver
Award due to the leadership and uniqueness
of the project and its contribution to solving
the challenges of obtaining energy and the
level of innovation in integrating solar energy
inside the university campus as canopies for
cars and on the roofs of buildings.

The Emirates Energy Award was launched to
honor the best practices of energy conserva-
tion that have been applied, characterized by

innovation and ideal low-cost measures. It is
organized every two years to introduce a wide
variety of best practices in the field of energy
and management of its resources according
to the values of creativity, innovation, energy
efficiency, the reinforcement of the use of re-
newable energy compared to other resources,
and the economic, social, and environmental

impact.
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The Business Development Center (BDC), in coop-
eration with the University and in partnership with
SwitchMed, launched the Green National Network
under the patronage of the Ambassador of the Euro-
pean Union in Jordan, Maria Hadjitheodosiou, and in
the presence of the President of GJU, Prof. Al-Halhou-
li, and General Manager of BDC, Ghaleb Hijazi.

The program comes within the Green Entrepreneur-
ship Project in Jordan and is funded by the European
Union for Mediterranean countries. It aims to devel-
op the capabilities of local communities and institu-
tions to provide a high and distinguished level in the
field of supporting green entrepreneurship by trans-
ferring the best methods of analysis, development,
and sustainability to all entrepreneurs, in addition, to
make it available in an electronic platform.
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Marvelous Success- In the 4th Dual
Study Practical Phase

September 22, 2022, marked the end of the prac-
tical phase for Dual Study students. A total of 105
students from 10 majors were trained in 65 com-
panies; compared to the previous year. In addition
to the growth rate, GJU has managed to improve
the quality of support provided to students by
improving and adopting new regulations. As the
practical training is recognized academically as a 3
credit hours load and the core courses have been
redesigned to become more practical and relevant
to the training stage.

The Dual Study team at GJU has received aston-
ishing feedback regarding the performance of
students. One of the many positive responses re-
ceived was that “The level of commitment, disci-
pline, and the willingness to support and learn is
really very high, not only compared to students,
but also fresh graduates or even candidates with
some experience. GJU dual study students have
strong communication and intercultural skills,
which was proved by building their connections
within our organization very professionally”.
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In a step that emphasizes the importance of applied
education, Maersk Jordan, one of the largest shipping
companies in the world, appointed the first graduate
from GJU dual study program among its cadres. Mar-
wan Mansour from the Logistics Sciences Depart-
ment at the Business School completed three train-
ing periods over three years.

The program coordinator at the department, Dr.
Imad Hatamleh, indicated that this achievement is
the result of sucess partnerships with industries in
implementing GJU Dual Study program.

The students in the dual study track receive vigorous
follow-up from the coordinators at the university by
providing the students with the needed knowledge
and skills. Dr. Hatamleh noted that the achievement
is recorded for the Department of Logistics Sciences

and is a turning point in higher education in Jordan.
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During the “Best Performers Event” the German Lan-
guage Center awarded students of the 2nd semester

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Concluding 2022 German Inten-
sive Course

The new semester began for around 780 fresh-
man students at GJU with a two-week intensive
German language as a foreign language course.

With 35 teachers and in groups of 22 to 23 learn-
ers each, the students, who until then had no
knowledge of the German language, were in-
troduced to learning the language interactively
for an intensive five hours per day course. Af-
ter just a few days, one could hear the student
using simple phrases in German. The students
joyfully practiced short dialogues in German
with their classmates.

The lecturers were accompanied by selected
dedicated teaching assistants from GJU stu-
dents who are already enrolled at GJU. The
teaching assistant student assisted the lectur-
er in the classroom and shared their first-hand
experience as GJU students with the newcom-
ers. The student teaching assistant program
was coordinated jointly between the Ger-
man one-level coordinator and Abdulrahman
Mubarak, a fourth-year student.
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GJU’s main network speaker meeting takes place
every four years at GJU. It aims to give the network
speakers of the seven GJU networks a chance to meet
and exchange interdisciplinary ideas and discuss
challenges that affect all networks equally.

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Four GJU Faculty Members Fea-
ture in World’s Top 2% of Sci-
entist List Released by Stanford
University and Elsevier BV

Four GJU faculty members have featured among
the World’s Top two percent Scientist list for 2021
drawn up by USA's well-known Stanford Univer-
sity based on data from Elsevier's Scopus on the
basis of a subject-wise analysis. The list includes
Professor Raed Mesleh and Professor Osamah
Badarneh of the School of Electrical Engineering
and Information Technology, Professor Raid Al-
Aomar of the School of Applied Technical Sciences
and Dr. Dia Zeidan of the School of Basic Sciences
and Humanities.

Stanford rating uses known criteria when evalu-
ating academic performance and is prepared by
international experts. The selection has listed over
100,000 top scientists that provide standardized
information on citations, h-index, co-authorship
adjusted hm-index, citations to papers in different
authorship positions, and a composite indicator
as well as citation of independently published pa-
pers and the total number of citations.
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Under the patronage of HRH Princess Dana Fares, the
School of Architecture and Built Environment in coop-
eration with the International Council on Monuments
and Sites of Jordan (ICOMOS Jordan), and TURATH:
Architecture and Urban Design Consultants, organized
a Symposium on Modern Heritage in the Arab World,
with the participation of architectural researchers, histo-
rians, scholars, and research institutions specialized in
heritage preservation in the Arab world.

HRH Dana Fares, the President of ICOMOS Jordan,
praised the efforts to refocus attention on the modern
heritage of the Middle East and highlighted its role in
the continuation of the shared narratives and values,
adding that the work of ICOMOS involves emerging
professionals, people under 30 who are interested and
active in the field.

Prof. Al-Halhouli stated that the university is support-
ing critical and innovative research and described this
event as a real example of support, as the symposium
aims to give a voice to researchers by focusing on the
meaning and essence of modern heritage, as a cultural
change project that includes regional and social ideo-
logical transformation and economic, which the Arabs
witnessed in the late nineteenth century and during the
first half of the twentieth century.

During the two-day symposium, the participants dis-
cussed heritage in the Arab world and its impact as a
factor of change and transformation in the Arab world.
