Evaluation Process and Voting

The submitted posters will be evaluated by an official committee with expertise in design and
media, based on the criteria outlined below. The committee reserves the right to reject any
design that does not meet the required artistic and technical standards.

Following the evaluation process, the committee will submit its recommendations regarding
the posters eligible for publication to the President of the University for approval.

Once approved, the selected posters will be published on the University's official Instagram
account, where public voting will commence. The winning design will be determined based on
the highest number of likes received during the voting period.

The winning design will be determined based on the number of likes received during the voting
period. The poster that receives the highest number of likes will be declared the winner. Voting
will close on 26 June 2026 at 23:59.
